Course Description

This Seminar in Medical Speech and Language Pathology will target aspects of speech language pathology related to the medical field, including medical and surgical diagnoses and procedures and how these relate to the role of the Speech Language Pathologist across medical settings.

CSD 605 is posted online using UNCG’s Canvas system.  Students need an active university e-mail address to access this site.  Canvas enables the instructor to interact with the class by e-mail and by posting announcements online.  In addition, many of the class materials (e.g., synchronous and asynchronous classes, general course information, a copy of the syllabus, assignments, related links, etc.) will be posted on Canvas.  Students are encouraged to log on to the website many times per week and check their e-mail regularly for the latest course information.  Note that students are responsible for ensuring that their e-mail accounts are configured correctly to receive class e-mails.  Students can access their grades securely via the online grade book.  Grades will be posted as soon as they are available, but most grades will be available within 72 hours after submission.
 Attendance Policy

Students are expected to attend all synchronous classes, to arrive on time, and to stay until dismissed.  Tardiness disrupts other students and interrupts the flow of the class.  When absent, it is the student’s responsibility to ascertain missed information, including special announcements. Instructor Absence

In the event of the instructor’s unexpected absence from class, students will use class time to work on the assigned case study project.  Pending availability, rather than use class time to work on the case study project, the class schedule may be modified to substitute one of the asynchronous online classes for a missed synchronous class.

6. Teaching Strategies: Multiple strategies incorporating direct instruction, peer teaching, group discussion, student guided problem solving. 
· Lectures. The course consists of lectures, videos, slides, and discussion of material pertaining to theoretical and clinical issues relevant to the role of the SLP within the medical setting. 

· Readings. Weekly readings have been assigned from recommended course texts, required texts and articles posted to Canvas. It is imperative that you read the material assigned for the course. 

· Writing requirements. Grades on writing assignments and exams will be based on content AND written presentation (i.e., spelling, grammar, clarity). 
· Examinations and Quizzes. There will be 3 quizzes which will cover the material as listed on the Course Schedule.  There will be 1 exam that is comprehensive. This means that you are responsible for information presented at the beginning of the course on the last exam. The exam is objective, short answer, and essay. 

· ASSIGNMENTS. The following assignments will be due this semester, each graded as complete or incomplete, and included as part of your Class Participation grade:

Evaluation Methods: All specific grading guidelines and other course documents will be published on Canvas. 
a. Quizzes (20 points each): Quizzes will be given throughout the course. Each will cover information presented in class, in your readings or information specified by the instructor and will be available to complete on the specified date on Canvas.   
b. Class participation (40 points): Students will actively participate in all projects, as well as classroom discussions.  The instructor will grade class participation based on attendance, classroom discussion, and completion of other assignments throughout the semester. 
c. Patient Specific Project (100 points):  Students will collaborate with 1-2 other students in class for this project.  As a group, select one adult or pediatric disorder or medical procedure of interest to you.  One member of each group needs to email the instructor by May 20th with the group members and your selected disorder or procedure.  Do not select something that will already be targeted in class.  Topics will be approved by the instructor on a first come, first served basis-  if another group has already selected your topic, you’ll have to think of another one.  The group will complete a flyer handout addressing aspects of the disorder or medical procedure as delineated in a separate document available on Canvas.  Each group will post their flyer to a Discussion Board link on Canvas for all students to view.  Each group will then present their information to the class in a creative presentation.  Presentations can be recorded informational videos or narrated PowerPoint slides.  Presentations should be engaging and creative as they teach their classmates about the group’s specific disorder.  Each group will post their presentation to a Discussion Board link on Canvas for all students to view.  A specific grading rubric will be published on Canvas. 
d. Exam (100 points):  One final exam will be administered on Canvas on the specified date listed in the Course Schedule.  The format of this exam will be similar to the quizzes and involve objective, short answer, and essay responses.  The exam will be comprehensive in the sense that performance will rely on understanding of previous reading and lecture material.
