4. Catalog Description: Neurologic basis, assessment and treatment of dysarthria and apraxia.

Upon completion of the course, the student will be able to:
a. Describe the central and peripheral processes essential for normal motor speech production:
b. Describe appropriate procedures for evaluation of motor speech disorders in children and adults:
c. Demonstrate appropriate intervention techniques for motor speech disorders in children and adults; and
d. Integrate cultural and demographic information into appropriate assessment and treatment strategies.

6. Teaching Strategies: Due to the continuing increase in cases of covid-19 and the recent identification of more highly-transmissible strains, this course will initially meet via Zoom.  In March, we will re-evaluate the situation and determine if some classes can meet face-to-face. Regardless of the means of delivery, multiple strategies will be used to deliver  content. These include: direct instruction, collaborative learning groups, peer teaching, group discussion and student guided problem solving.
7. Evaluation Methods: All specific grading guidelines and other course documents will be published on Canvas and discussed the first day of class. If you don’t understand the expectations and grading criteria, please ask before the assignment is due. 
All written group assignments must be generated in Google docs and shared with the instructor so that each student’s contribution to the document can be clearly determined.  On the due date, the completed written documents should be uploaded into Canvas and the Google doc shared with the instructor. As well as the rest of the class. 
a. Written group assignments (10%): Short assignments, such as locating specific references or completing question sets, will be assigned throughout the course. Some may be completed during class time, while others require work outside of class. Discussion of these assignments may take place during class or in Canvas. Written summaries will be turned in to the instructor for grading (all SLOs).  
Written summaries must be submitted by one group member to Canvas by 5:00 p.m. on the day before they are to be discussed in class. At the time of the submission to Canvas, the summary should be shared with all class members. 
b. On-line quizzes (10%): Quizzes will be completed individually on-line throughout the semester as specified on the quiz schedule on Canvas. Each will cover information from the textbook. The quizzes will be available from 6:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m. on the specified days. After opening the quiz, you will have 45 minutes to complete quizzes that cover 1 chapter and 60 minutes to complete quizzes that cover 2 chapters (SLOs a, b, c)
If the student has a computer problem (e.g. getting kicked out of the quiz), they must notify the instructor by email within 30 minutes. The quiz will be reset as soon as possible by the instructor.
c. Treatment of specific motor speech disorders (20%). Following direct instruction pertaining to the nature and characteristics of broad categories of MSD, each group will be responsible for teaching the class treatment procedures for their assigned MSD.  The presentation/teaching of those treatment procedures can take many forms but must include a one-page handout summarizing the information. Each student will receive a grade based on her/his contribution to the completed project. More specific directions and the grading rubric are in the Assignments module 
d. Mid-term assessment (30%): A short exam will be completed individually during scheduled  time class.  It will cover the all of the specific motor speech disorders discussed in class and will be generated from the text and treatment information compiled by the students. Students will Zoom during the class period and must have their camera on throughout the time that they are working in the assessment. (SLOs b and d)
e. Final Case study (30%): During the last class period (4/28) students will, individually, complete a case study based on a video speech sample. Students will Zoom during the class period and must have their camera on throughout the time that they are working on the case study. The case will focus on appropriate diagnosis and treatment planning for an adult client.  More specific information and the grading rubric are in the Assignments module (all SLOs).
