A. 10-15-minute presentation of a case study.  Presentation will provide assessment information of the client and pre- and post-assessment data, therapy goals targeted, procedures used, and recommendations for future therapy or dismissal.  
B. 10-minute presentation of a specific treatment approach that reviews efficacy data for the approach and compares its effectiveness to at least one other approach that targets the same disorder or speech, language, literacy problem.
C. 6-8 page paper that compares the efficacy of various intervention approaches for improving a specific speech, language, or literacy problem (e.g., syntax, morphology, phonology, narrative discourse, spelling, writing, etc.)
