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This form is designed to assist IEP teams in determining eligibility for students being considered for placement in speech-language impaired (SI) programs as either a primary area of eligibility or as a related service.  Teams may use these questions as a guide in evaluating the assessment evidence both non-standard and standardized to determine if students are eligible for speech-language services.  No particular number of yes answers is required for eligibility.  The team should consider all the evidence carefully before determining eligibility.
